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NOTICE OF PREPARATION AND SCOPING MEETINGS FOR AN ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT
REPORT (EIR)

SACRAMENTO RECYCLING AND TRANSFER STATION - NORTH PROJECT

August 9, 2006

The City of Sacramento will be the Lead Agency for the preparation of an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for
the Sacramento Recycling and Transfer Station – North project (proposed project).  The California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA), Section 15082, states that once a decision is made to prepare an EIR, the lead agency must
prepare a Notice of Preparation (NOP) to inform all responsible agencies of that decision.  The purpose of the
NOP is to provide responsible agencies and interested persons with sufficient information describing the
proposed project and its potential environmental effects to enable them to make a meaningful response as to the
scope and content of the information to be included in the EIR.

The NOP is being released to request comments on the scope of the EIR for the proposed project.  The
responses to this NOP will provide the City of Sacramento with the guidance to determine the scope of the EIR.

The EIR will evaluate the potential environmental impacts of the proposed project and recommend mitigation
measures, as required.  The EIR will provide a project-specific evaluation of the environmental effects of the
proposed project, pursuant to Section 15161 of the CEQA Guidelines.

The City of Sacramento is evaluating three separate sites as possible locations for the proposed project.  These
sites include: 1) the north side of Main Avenue east of Raley Boulevard (approximately 12 acres) (portions of
Assessor Parcel Numbers 215-0273-004, 215-0273-007, 215-0273-008, 215-0273-009, 215-0273-016, 215-0273-
017, 215-0273-028), 2) the southeast corner of Vinci Avenue and Raley Boulevard (approximately 12 acres)
(Assessor Parcel Numbers 215-0244-022, 215-0244-023, 215-0244-024, 215-0244-025), and 3) the southwest
corner of Del Paso Boulevard and Kenmar Road (approximately 12 acres of the existing 34 acre North Area
Corporation Yard) (Assessor Parcel Number 237-0011-037).   Figure 1 identifies the locations of the three
potential project sites.

The proposed project consists of the construction and operation of a solid waste transfer station and a materials
recovery facility (MRF).  The City is proposing this project in an effort to enhance customer service and reduce
rising solid waste collection costs and traffic-related air and storm water pollution.  The majority of the municipal
solid waste generated in northern areas of the City is currently being transported to the City’s only transfer station
in south Sacramento where the waste is sorted and consolidated into large transfer trucks for landfill delivery.  A
relatively small portion of the City’s waste is transported to Sacramento County’s North Area Recovery Station
under a temporary agreement between the City and County.  The construction of the proposed project would
eliminate the need for collection trucks to travel from the City’s northern areas to south Sacramento and to the
North Area Recovery Station.  In addition, the proposed MRF would increase the recovery of recyclable materials
included in the waste stream and would help ensure that the City complies with the requirements of the Integrated
Waste Management Act of 1989 (AB 939).

The proposed project operations would be located within a single building of approximately 100,000 square feet.
The site may also include an area designated to receive household hazardous wastes.  A Visitors’ and Education
Center would provide information to the public about the facility’s operations and would include sufficient space to
hold public meetings.
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The solid waste transfer station would occupy approximately half of the 100,000 square-foot main building and
would include an approximately 50,000 square-foot main tipping floor where waste materials would be initially
sorted.  The facility would be designed to accept and handle a variety of waste types from numerous sources,
mostly consisting of municipal solid waste.  No hazardous materials, other than household hazardous waste,
would be accepted at the site.

The main building would also include a MRF of approximately 50,000 square feet with sorting and baling
capabilities.  MRF operations would occur completely within the proposed main building.

The proposed peak daily tonnage of waste accepted at the facility is proposed to be 2,000 tons per day (tpd).
The expected average daily tonnage accepted at the site would be below this limit.

At this time, it is anticipated that the following issue areas will be addressed in the EIR:

Aesthetics/Visual Resources Hydrology, Drainage & Water Quality
Air Quality & Odors Land Use & Planning
Biological Resources Noise
Cultural Resources Transportation & Traffic/Circulation
Hazards & Human Health Public Utilities & Services

In addition, the EIR will evaluate a number of alternate project locations, as well as various alternatives to the
proposed project such as use of the existing North Area Recovery Station, owned and operated by Sacramento
County.

Submitting Comments

To ensure that the full range of project issues of interest to responsible government agencies and the public are
addressed, comments and suggestions are invited from all interested parties.  Written comments or questions
concerning the scope of the Draft EIR for the proposed project should be directed to the environmental project
manager at the following address no later than 5:00pm on September 15, 2006.
